This year all auction bidding will be conducted using cell phone text  
messaging through a system operated by AuctionsByCellular. 

How to Bid
To place bids on auction items, follow the directions below after  

registering with the AuctionsByCellular crew in Red.

IT’S EASY!

To see the current high bid on an item
Press reply to your welcome text and type in the 3 digit auction item number.

EXAMPLE: 502 then press send. 

To place a bid on an auction item
Press reply to your welcome text and type in the 3 digit auction item  

number and the amount you would like to bid. No dollar sign ($) needed.  
EXAMPLE: To bid $300 on item number 502 just type in 502 300  

then press send.

If you have a smart phone
Just click on the link in your text message and it will take you to your personal

Rules
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Christ King and the Auction Committee warrant neither the quality nor the 
value of items at this evening’s event. All items are sold “as is”. Please inspect an 
item before bidding.  The dollar values are estimates provided by the donor and 
are not guaranteed by the Auction Committee for tax purposes.

Please make payment in full by cash, Visa, Mastercard, or personal check made 
out to Christ King. Items will be presented to successful bidders after obtain-
ing a paid receipt.  All items must be paid for and taken home the night of the 
auction.

Silent Auction
The Silent Auction begins at 6:00pm. Bidding shall continue until the tables 
close at clearly posted intervals throughout the evening.

All items will be sold to the highest bidder who bids correctly. The bid amount 
must include your BIDDER NUMBER AND DOLLAR AMOUNT.  Successful  
bidders must meet the minimum stated bid and properly meet or exceed the 
stated minimum raise level. If no minimum raise level is stated on the bid sheet, 
the minimum raise is $1.

The closing bid will be highlighted by an Auction official and will be declared 
the winning bid. If the final minimum bid does not meet the specified raise 
level, the item will be sold to the bidder on the preceding line. In case of dis-
pute, bidders will be given an opportunity to submit a final bid to the Auction 
Committee with the highest bid being declared the winner.  All disputes will be 
ruled on by the Auction Committee and those decisions will be final. 

The Voice Auction will begin at approximately 9:45pm. The auctioneer will set 
the minimum bid for each item.  Raise your bidder number if you want to join  
the action.  The auctioneer will acknowledge you.  No bid will be valid unless 
acknowledged by the auctioneer.  Once the highest bid has been determined, an 
Auction official will ask the winning bidder to sign an acknowledgement form.  
The acknowledgement form confirms the bidder number, bidder name and dol-
lar amount.  The Auction Committee reserves the right to repeat a sale in case of  
dispute.  All decisions of the Auction Committee will be final.
